Yosemite in a Day by Bus departs from San Francisco for an unforgettable Yosemite National Park sightseeing tour. Yosemite Valley is a half-mile deep depression carved by glaciers during the last ice age, which now has soaring 3,000 foot high granite domes and stunning waterfalls.
Getting an early start, we cross the Bay Bridge at sunrise.  A refreshment stop will be made once we reached the Central Valley, the most productive agricultural valley in North America.  Yosemite’s glacier-carved grandeur awaits us in the Sierra Nevada Mountains to the east.  Our stay will include both a guided tour of its majesty, as well as time on your own for hiking, 

shopping and dining in Yosemite Village.  The return trip to San Francisco affords time to reflect, as we follow the sun west to its setting over the Pacific Ocean.
